The Eiffel Tower can be 15 c¢m taller in the summer: Due to the expansion of iron when it gets

hot, the Eiffel Tower can grow in height during warm weather.

The world's longest bridge is in China: The Danyang-Kunshan Grand Bridge in China is the
longest bridge in the world, spanning over 100 miles.

The Great Wall of China is a remarkable engineering feat: The Great Wall of China, built over

many centuries, is one of the most extensive construction projects in history.

The Golden Gate Bridge is always being painted: A team of painters continually maintains the
Golden Gate Bridge, and it's said that once they finish painting it, they have to start over again
because it takes so long.

The world's First 3D-Printed House: In 2021, a company in the Netherlands completed the

world's first 3D-printed concrete house, showcasing the potential for this technology in

construction.

The world's longest underwater tunnel: The Channel Tunnel, connecting England and France,

is one of the longest underwater tunnels in the world, stretching over 31 miles.
